"Travel Agency" is required. This
should be amended to "Logistics
and CHA Agency."

It is recommended to include a
minimum quantity in the Bill of
Quantities (BOQ), irrespective of
the actual requirements, for better
clarity in bids.

The BOQ in the tender already
provides indicative quantities
(such as 2 containers for 40 Ft
General Purpose container, 1
container for 20 Ft General
Purpose Container, 132 CBM by
sea, 25,000 kg by air, and 2800
sqm for warehousing), which
are subject to modification
based on actual needs.

The weightage for assessing should
be clearly labelled as "Qualification
